With its location close to the 
station of the gondola lift 
Rinerhorn, the campsite is 
an ideal starting point for 
various excursions with or 
without Lambretta.  

 
 
While staying in Davos Glarus participants can demand at the RinerLodge a free of charge 
(deposit CHF 10.-) the "Davos/Klosters Inclusive Card" (guest card 
http://www.davos.ch/en/experience/summer/davos-klosters-inclusive.html ). This gives you many benefits and free use of 
all cable cars, bus and train in the Davos Klosters area. 
 
The train station Davos Glaris and the busstop are near-by the campsite. In a few minutes you 
can reach the center of Davos, which is about 9 kilometers away.

The EuroLambretta Jamboree 2014 will be held at the campsite and on the Rinerhorn. The 
event, the locations and the Gondola cableway are accessible only with the "Ticket". 
On the campground premises (or in 450 meters distance) we have for you exclusively with the 
official registration a limited number of hotel rooms in the Spinabad or in the Maxon (2-, 3-, or 4-
bed rooms) and dormitories RinerLodge (6-, 7-, or 8-rooms without bed linen). This capacity we 
assign and confirm 
to the principle  
"first in > first out". 
 
A scooter repair  
and service station 
will be available for  
all participants during 
the Jamboree. 
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The Jamboree will be organized following traditions and guidelines. We are happy to offer 
a great and unique EuroLambretta. 
 
The event will take place from 27th to 29th June 2014. The number of participants is limited. 
 
The registration is only available through the national Lambretta clubs. 
Registration and payment of the Ticket-fees have to be made before the 15th March 2014. 
Late entry (inscription and payment) can be asked for and accepted to a higher cost (+15%).

Enjoy the gondola ride to reach the Restaurant Jatzmeder 
on top of the mountain Rinerhorn at Friday evening 
(individual trip about 20 minutes, included in the "Ticket"). 
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Getting here 
 
Lambretta / car   
Enjoy exploring Switzerland on the main- and country roads (follow the blue  signs). 
 
From Basel or Geneva take the road to Zurich. Then follow the main roads in direction  
Chur until reaching Landquart. From Landquart continue on main road 28 to Davos Glaris. 
(Distance from Landquart to the EuroLambretta Jamboree 51 km, following always the main road). 
 
Note that for motorways you will need a motorway-vignette (green  signs) in Switzerland.
